Acts 4:23–31
Key Verse: 4:29

1.  What had the council told Peter and John (18)? After their release, what do they do (23)? What does the word “friends” mean and what does it show about their community?

2.  After hearing this, what do they do (24a)? How do they address God (24b)? Why do they quote Scripture (25–26)? What does it mean that Jesus is “his Anointed” (26b,27a)? How were people “against” him? What does this prophecy’s fulfillment tell us about God (27–28)?

3.  What do they ask of God (29), and how do they refer to themselves here? What does it mean “to speak your word”? Why do they ask for “all boldness”? How can we have such boldness (13; Eph.6:19–20)? 

4.  For what else do they pray (30), and why pray for this? What can we learn from them?

5.  What happens (31), and what does it tell us about God? How can we experience such an answer to prayer?
